	Indexed Medical Mileage rates:

Confirm with IRS website by searching “Medical Mileage rate” as this rate is subject to change annually and occasionally biannually

	In order for the cost of transportation to be reimbursable as a medical expense, it must be incurred to alleviate some specific ailment or disease of the patient and not merely be for the general improvement of the patient’s health.  For example, if a doctor prescribes an operation or other medical care, and if the patient chooses for purely personal considerations to travel to another locality (such as a resort area) for the operation or the other medical care, then the cost of transportation will not be deductible.  The Tax Court has strictly construed this standard, ruling that “it will not permit taxpayers to turn personal expenses into medical expenses even when the trip is partly medically motivated.”
